Well it is said, ÒMarch showers bring April 
flowersÓ, and that certainly is true. Walking 
around our neighborhood you can see 
spring starting to blossom.  

I am excited about all our spring and 
summer activities that will bring us all 
together as friends and neighbors.  I look 
forward to seeing you at the First block party 
in April and our first theater in the park this 
spring.

There are two issues I would like you all to be 
aware of. First, there have been coyote 
sightings in the East End around 12 th and 15 th 
street on Ball. The animalÕs natural habitat on 
the island is typically the East End flats, 
however with the increasing development, 
coyotes are slowly creeping back into the 
district.  Recently, four deceased cats have 
been found. Please be aware d uring the 
early hours of the morning. If you have 
smaller animals, be especially cautious with 
them, and as always, keep them on a leash. 

If you are feeding feral cats, be aware of 
where you are placing food placing food 
containers as the coyotes are primarily 
looking for a food source.    

The other item I would like you to be aware 
of is that all residents of the East End need 
to have their East End residential parking 
stickers on their vehicle. You can obtain the 
stickers at the police station, 601 54 th St. 
You will need a current driverÕs license, 
insurance certificate, your license plate 
number and a recent utility bill proving your 
physical address, if you have further 
questions you can find all the information 
at www.cityofgalveston.com  .

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Galveston on San Jacinto 
Day, April 21 , 1836

Though little observed in other states of the 
Union, we in Texas celebrate the decisive victory 
of Sam HoustonÕs Texas army over the Emperor -
General Santa Anna on a plain just northeast of 
Galveston as one of the turning points of world 
history. It ultimately opened the way for the 
United States of America to become a 
transcontinental nation and a world power. 
  
The victory, now commemorated in Galveston 
with its gr andest piece of public art, the Texas 
HeroesÕ Monument at 25 th and Broadway, also 
secured legal slavery in a vast new addition to 
what would become the southern side of the 
Civil War, and resolved MexicoÕs vexing problem 
of illegal immigration into its nor thernmost state 
by removing that state from its sovereignty. 
  
Not that Mexico had shown much interest in 
settling Texas with its own nationals. It is 
estimated that in 1834 the population of Texas 
was made up of 7,800 Mexicans and 30,000 
Anglo settlers. Many of the Mexicans joined with 
the Texians in a struggle against an invading 
imperial army led by a madman.     
  
The battle served to firmly advance the concept 
of a federation of states such as was provided 
for in the U.S. constitution and such as Mexic o 
had put in place under its constitution of 1824. 
Santa Anna had abrogated that constitution, 
under which the Anglo Texians were prepared to 
live as citizens of Mexico, and imposed a 
centralized imperial power along a Napoleonic 
model. 
  
Much as he wanted to be the Napoleon of the 
New World, Santa Anna was no great military 
tactician, relying on the superior numbers of his 
army and a policy of bloodthirsty retribution for 
insurgency, against HoustonÕs pick -up militia of 
settlers and soldiers of fortune. Sa n Jacinto 
proved to be Santa AnnaÕs Waterloo.  

The reverberations of HoustonÕs feat of arms in 
defeating him were immense, extending fa r 
beyond the borders of the Republic of Texas. 
 
What was Galveston like in 1836?  For all that it 
was the capital city of Texas at the time, to us it  
would have looked more like a Somali refugee 
camp huddled on a barren sandbar. 
  
If not entirely barren, Galveston Island was 
virtually treeless, as testified by the fact that t he 
three oaks of ÒLaffiteÕs GroveÓ were the islandÕs 
only prominent landmarks. There were almost no 
buildings. Laffite had burned to the ground those 
he had erected as his pirateÕs lair of Campeche 
when forced to decamp by the US. Navy. There 
was a Mexican customhouse, and a few shacks 
cobbled from stray lumber. But most of the 
population, newly enlarged by settlers fleeing 
the ÒRunaway ScrapeÓ as Houston steadily gave 
ground to Santa AnnaÕs advance, lived under 
tents along the bay shore of what is now the 
islandÕs East End district. This included David 
Burnet, the president of the Republic, his family, 
and his cabinet.   
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There were no docks or wharves, and no bridge 
to the mainland. No one arrived in the city with 
dry shoes, having had to wade from a small boat 
through the mud ashore to what would later be 
the Strand. There was no St rand Street, in fact, 
there were no s treets at all; the city would be 
platted a few years later, when Samuel May 
Williams and Michel B. Menard secured their 
Mexican Òleague and laborÓ with the new 
regime they had largely financed. 
  
Defense of the city was mostly in the hands of 
the new Texas Navy: the brigs Brutus, Invincible  
and Independence  were deployed respectively 
to defend the West Bay approach to the island, 
the harbor mouth at the entrance to the 
channel, and the makeshift garrison with its low 
ram parts of sand. Powder and shot was mostly 
what the refugees  had brought with them. There 
was a single canon, but no way to mount it in the 
sand of ÒFort Travis.Ó 
 
There was very little foodÑa few barrels of flour, 
lard, rice and biscuits Ñand no commerce with 
the mainland to replenish it. 
  
As the population braced for what they feared 
would be the final conflict, and their doom, there 
was little hope. Those of unreasonable faith 
maintained that Sam HoustonÕs protracted 
retreat before Santa Anna was strategi c. Like 
Wellington against Napoleon, he was biding his 
time, luring his enemy ahead until the perfect 
battleground was reached, the Texan army 
favorably placed, and the Mexican army lulled 
by their victories into complacency. 
  

 It seemed a farfetched hope, but of course 
thatÕs pretty much what happened at San 
Jacinto on April 21, 1836. 
  
News of the great victory, though, was denied 
the inhabitants of Galveston, and the president 
of the republic, all of them tense with dark 
foreboding, for over four days. It took that long 
for the four men dispatched after the battle with 
the news to navigate Buffalo Bayou and the 
upper bay in a little boat to reach the island. We 
can only imagine now how the news was 
received here, but like most Texans, we have 
been celebrating the day of the 18 -minute 
battle ever since. 
  
The Battle of San Jacinto is certainly worth 
celebrating. It may or may not have been one of 
the most im portant turning points in history, as 
you will hear at the San Jacinto Monument, but it 
saved the city of Galveston from almost certain 
eradication before its long an d prosperous 
history had begun. Plenty of misfortune was yet 
to come in that  history, but we in the East End 
must be grateful not only to the heroes of San 
Jacinto, but to the generations of ÒTexas HeroesÓ 
who built the city we treasure today.

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A rewrite of GalvestonÕs zoning rules was 
passed unanimously by the Galveston City 
Council on Thursday, March 5.   
  
The East End got much of what it had 
requested but fell short on several key 
issues. 
  
The East End Historical District was given 
Historic Zoning designation. Short -term 
rentals will be allowed with certain 
restrictions on si gnage and parking. In 
order to receive residential neighborhood 
zoning and to keep short -term rentals from 
increasing in the neighborhood, the city will 
require a petition signed by 75 percent of 
property owners. 
  
Also, a section of 14 th Street between Ball 
and Postoffice is zoned in the Urban 
Neighborhood category, allowing for more 
uses than allowed for that area. 
  
On a brighter note, plans for the restoration 
of the trolley lines are underway. We 
expect the trolley to be operational in two 
years.   
  
This month, the East End should receive its 
allocation of city funds, about $400,000 of 
a total $3 million, set aside for 
neighborhoods. That money will be used 
for neighborhood needs such as sidewalk 
and lighting improvements.

 Rezoning, trolleys, & neighborhood infrastructure

On March 5th, the City Council adopted new 
Land Development Regulations (LDR) for the 
city of Galveston. A Historic Zoning District 
(HZD) was established which encompasses the 
areas of the East End, Silk Stocking and Lost 
Bayous Historic Districts.  
 
As far as what the historic districts agreed 
amongst themselves to ask for, there were no 
substantive changes from the EEHDA board 
requests approved by the plannin g 
commission last November. In the requests by 
the three historic districts, the special character  
of the historic districts was recognized as being 
mostly single family homes with some duplexes.  
 
Within the EEHD, commercial uses are allowed 
in historical corner stores limited to the ground 
floor only and a maximum of 2,500 sq. ft. and 
in home occupations but with no employees, 
clients or customers allowed on site. The need 
for "on" street parking for residents as a central 
reason to limit all commercial uses was brought 
up during discussions. By the EEHDA April 
meeting we hope to have clarification. 
 
However, in the final version of the LDR, the city 
council made important changes away from 
the EEHDA board requests specifically as 
follows. The LDR document s are on the city 
website at 
http://www.cityofgalveston.org/159/Planning-
Department  
 
Bed and Breakfasts are allowed as before but 
be forewarned that now they can host special 
events without limitation. They can operate as 
legal "party houses". It is unclear if the parking 
requirements concerning the guest rooms will 
apply to special events. Concerns should be 
communicated to the city council members 
and Mayor. 
 
Places of Private Assembly are allowed.  

Details about the Land Development Regulations   

These are legal "party houses" for rent. They 
can seek a permit to exceed regulated noise 
levels. Council members McMorris and Brown 
have inst ituted a request to have this 
changed and it has to be voted for by a 
majority of the city council. Let the council 
members and Mayor know of your concerns.  
 
Short term rentals are allowed throughout the 
historic districts. They have to be registered 
with the Park Board for HOT tax collection in 
order to be legal. If there are issues with noise, 
parking or trash, they should be 
communicated to the Park Board and 
Galveston Police Department. 
 
A site specific listing of Single-Family Attached 
for 1624 and 162 8 Sealy. At this time it is 
unclear if existing Single Family -Attached in 
the HZD is allowed to expand to neighboring 
properties. 
 
The 14th street corridor was specifically zoned 
as Urban Neighborhood (UN), which contains 
a wide array of possible commercia l uses 
much as the old zoning standards did. The 
major change from the old zoning standards 
is that parking structures/lots incidental to 
main use will be allowed, so expect to see 
major visual changes on 14th street over time 
as houses are removed to beco me parking 
lots. Any concerns should be communicated 
to the council members and Mayor. 
 
We are grateful for the participation over 
several years of many residents who 
attended public hearings, in gathering 
information about our neighborhoods and 
discussing  the draft LDR proposals and 
possibilities. There were seven draft versions 
plus the final LDR. Literally dozens of our 
neighbors, and their grandchildren, walked 
our district in order to verify current uses. A big  
thanks to all of our neighbors who make our 
district the special place that it is, even with 
our diversity of views." 
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We hope everyone comes out and has a 
great time with us this year.  Please 
remember to bring a dish to the block party 
and donÕt forget to bring your chairs.  For 
cocktail parties, chairs are not needed.
